Geraldine Knudsen, Solicitor, 
Saskatchewan School Boards Association, prepared a response letter that states 
“our facilities are well below the maximum standards set by Health Canada and 
would not expose students and staff to high or prolonged microwave radiation 
levels as reasonably defined by Health Canada”.  The Board directed John Kuzbik 
to send this response letter to the parent.   
 
Larry Pavloff asked the Board to provide their feedback to him on the SSBA’s 
proposed position statements on Local Governance of Education, Student 
Achievement, Education Finance and Facilities Funding, and he will share with 
the SSBA.
